6. What is divine grace?


7. Did you experience God’s grace before being saved? How did He enable you to respond to the Gospel?


8. Did you experience irresistible grace? Did you feel compelled or coerced to respond?


9. Define repentance. Do you remember the point in your life when you repented?


10. Using the Parable of the 4 Soils, explain saving faith.


11. Looking at Paul’s salvation experience in Acts 9, do you see the 5 aspects of salvation that we are examining? Share your understanding of his journey to God.


12. Explain why all three aspects of saving faith are necessary (knowledge, assent, & trust).


13. Regarding regeneration (born again), which do you believe: that you are saved by faith and then born again or that you are born again and then experience saving faith? Why?
